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Summary description of project:

This project takes an historical yet redundant building and creates a  series of new forms dealing with the
boundary between the specialist and the genderal in sport relaxation and health.  It attempts to overturn
the estaqblished heirarchy of the active and passive states as they relate to gender and spacial use as
genderally set up in society allowing an egalitarian approach to sport based activity: ie - boxing.

Reasons for the nomination:

250 mm harnesses the analytical potential of form-Z and turns them into a graphic display which is both
synonimous and easily understood.  It captures the essence of the tool and in doing so clearly merits an award.
